(MONTEREY, CALIF.) – It’s time to break out the Champagne at Four Sisters Inns.  Two of the company’s properties -- Yountville’s Lavender and Pacific Grove’s Green Gables Inn -- are among the Top 50 Small Hotels in the United States, according to the readers of Condé Nast Traveler magazine.  The magazine’s annual Readers’ Choice Awards tallied the opinions of some 28,876 subscribers, publishing the poll results in the November 2011 issue.


Lavender, with 84.8 reader points, was ranked 38 on the Condé Nast Traveler list, closely followed by Green Gables with 84 points and a ranking of 40. Each candidate was rated on a five-point scale: excellent, very good, good, fair or poor. Criterion scores, which represent the percentage of respondents rating a candidate excellent or very good, were averaged to determine the final score.  Hotels were rated on food/dining, location, overall design, rooms and service.
