NEW SUITE, EXTENSIVE UPGRADES
UNVEILED AT SANTA MONICA’S CHANNEL ROAD INN
SANTA MONICA, CALIF. – The Channel Road Inn in Santa Monica, Calif., is ready to greet the New Year with extensive upgrades and remodeling in nearly all guest areas of the property.  Improvements ranging from remodeled bathrooms to a luxurious new suite have been completed gradually since December 2007, when Channel Road Inn joined the Four Sisters Inns collection.
The centerpiece of the renovation effort is the luxurious new suite downstairs, with its own private entrance, French doors leading to a private patio, jetted spa tub, flat panel television, king bed and fireplace. Rooms have king or queen beds and many have fireplaces, canopy beds, balconies, patios or partial ocean views.  One suite has an adjoining sitting room, and another features a small connected space which is ideal for children.

Guests enjoy the inn’s elegant living room with its original tiled fireplace, warm woods and the sunny library stocked with books and DVDs. Outside, a private hillside hot tub, rose garden, patio and front porch invite lingering and relaxation.

All rooms have complimentary wireless Internet access, phone, television, voice mail, dataport and luxurious bathrobes.  Inn amenities include Four Sisters Inns’ signature full breakfast, afternoon tea, wine and hors d’oeuvres, homemade cookies and a computer for guest use. 
The Channel Road Inn is just one block from Santa Monica Beach. A 22-mile bicycle path begins there, and guests may use the inn’s bicycles for a scenic ride.  It is just a two-mile walk from the inn to the Santa Monica Pier and Venice Beach, and trendy Montana Avenue with its shops and restaurants is just up the street.
